

Case Study 1.  Using the ACS to Promote Business Development





Background:  It is April 2006.  You have been hired as a consultant by the Calvert County Department of Economic Development to assemble current data to help them promote Calvert County as a desirable business location.  This is especially important in their efforts to promote the new Patuxent Business Park as Calvert County’s “premier business place.”


	Calvert County, Maryland, was one of the ACS test sites during the development phase of the survey.  In November 2005, the Census Bureau released place of work Base Tables showing where people in Calvert County work.  In January 2006, the Census Bureau  released workplace Base Tables showing characteristics of people who work in Calvert County, whether they live in Calvert County or elsewhere.
