Exercise 2.1


Question:  For approximately how many geographic areas in Hawaii will 5-year period estimates be available in 2010 and every year thereafter?





How to find an answer:  In many cases you can use the number of geographic areas for which the Census Bureau released Census 2000 Summary File 3 data as a rough approximation.  See number of Census 2000 census tracts and block groups by state on the two pages following this exercise.





Answer:  Approximately 1,300.  The table below shows details by type of geographic area.
