WHY WE ASK IT THIS WAY

This question asks the ancestry of all persons, no matter how many generations they have been in this
country. Respondents are asked to write in the name of an ancestry group. For individuals who think of
themselves as having more than one origin, they are able to write in their multiple ancestry, e.g., German-
Irish. This self-identification approach recognizes that strong ethnic identity is not limited to just first-
and second-generation immigrants.
