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Findings for the Retail Trade Sector

Data for the State
• There were more Clothing and Clothing Accessory stores in Hawaii then any other Retail Trade industry group (1,359 of 5,012, or 27%), but General Merchandise stores made up a larger share of the total Retail Sales in the State ($3.6 B of $17.6 B, or 20%).

• General Merchandise stores also reported the highest share of the total Retail Trade payroll ($313 M of $1.8 B) as well as the highest sales per employee ($35 M vs. $3.5 M for all Retail Trade businesses), but Motor Vehicle and Parts Dealers reported the highest payroll per employee ($41,827 vs. $24,998 for all Retail Trade businesses).

• Nonemployer businesses made up 66% of all Retail Trade businesses, but only accounted for 2% of the total Retail sales in the state.
Data for Hawaii Counties
• Honolulu County made up the biggest share of the Retail Trade businesses in the state, with 61% of the businesses, 65% of the retail sales, and 66% of the employment. However, retail businesses in Maui County reported the highest payroll per employee ($26,570 vs. $24,998 for all Retail Trade businesses in the state).

• There were more Clothing and Clothing Accessory stores in Honolulu County then any other Retail Trade industry group (849 of 3,058, or 28%), but General Merchandise stores made up a larger share of the total Retail Sales in the county ($2.4 B of $11.5 B, or 21%) as well as the larger share of the retail employment in the county (8,795 of 46,613, or 19%) .

• Motor Vehicle and Parts Dealers reported the highest payroll per employee in Honolulu County ($41,036 vs. $24,545 for all Retail Trade businesses).

Data for Honolulu County Places
• Honolulu CDP made up the biggest share of the Retail Trade businesses in the county, with 66% of the businesses, 60% of the retail sales, and 60% of the employment.

• Retail businesses in Village Park CDP reported the highest sales per employee ($21,374 vs. $3,767 for all Retail Trade businesses in the county).
• Retail businesses in Waipahu CDP reported the highest payroll per employee ($31,290 vs. $24,545 for all Retail Trade businesses in the county).
Findings for the Other Economic Census Sectors

Accommodation and Food Services
• Of the 3,528 businesses in this sector, 2,347 (66%) were located in Honolulu County, with the majority of these in Honolulu CDP (1,554). 
• Food Services and Drinking Places made up 95% of these businesses in Honolulu county. They reported over $2.2 B in sales and almost $1 M in sales per business. These businesses employed over 41,000 people in 2007 with $609 M in payroll, for an average payroll per employee of $14,761.

• In contrast, the 114 Accommodation businesses in Honolulu county reported over $1.9 B in sales (nearly $16 M per business). These businesses employed almost 16,000 people in 2007 with $517 M in payroll, for an average payroll per employee of $32,748.

Real Estate and Rental and Leasing
• The 2,084 businesses in this sector in Hawaii reported nearly $4 B. in total receipts, $654 M in annual payroll, and employed 16,759 people in 2007.

• 1,695 of these were Real Estate businesses with nearly $3 B in total receipts. Their 11,239 employees on average earned $44,928 in annual payroll.

• The majority of the businesses in this sector were located in Honolulu County (1,294). They reported just over $2 B in receipts per business, $400 M in annual payroll, and employed 9,867 people. 

• 954 of these businesses were in Honolulu CDP, and reported almost $2.1 B in receipts. The average payroll per employee was $40,545.

Construction
• The 2,756 businesses in this sector in Hawaii reported over $10 B. in total value of construction work done, $1.9 B in annual payroll, and employed 35,311 people in 2007.

• The majority of these businesses were Specialty Trade Contractors (1,715) who employed the majority of the workers (20,988) in this sector. These workers earned on average $50,946 in annual payroll.

• In contrast, Heavy and Civil Engineering Construction businesses only made up 5% of the businesses in this sector (125), but reported higher receipts per business ($8.6 M) and payroll per employee ($62,500) as compared to the sector as a whole.
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
