SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

In 1999, manufacturers' shipments for pumps
and compressors totaled $8,272.0 million, a
decrease of 6 percent from the 1998 figure of
$8,759.2 million. Pumps (except vacuum pumps),
including parts, decreased 6 percent from the
1998 total of $5,165.0 million to $4,854.4 million
in 1999. Vertical turbine pumps (except drivers)
decreased by 12 percent in 1999 to $184.2
million, from $209.7 million in 1998. Domestic
water systems, including drivers, increased 11
percent, from $414.5 million in 1998 to

$461.8 million in 1999. Domestic sump pumps,
including drivers, increased by 3 percent from
$145.8 million in 1998 to $149.9 million in 1999.
Qil well and oil field pumps decreased 37
percent from $364.3 million in 1998 to $227.8
million in 1999. Parts for pumps made by
manufacturers of complete pumps decreased by
8 percent from $995.9 million in 1998 to $914.9
million in 1999.
