TOPIC BASED

BASELINE

DO NOT USE PREVIOUS VERSIONS OF THIS SPECIFICATION.

The introductory section should be read prior to reading or programming the specifications.

When commenting on these specifications please refer to screen numbers rather than page numbers.  Page numbers can change while screen numbers are fixed.

SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS/NOTES

This introductory section should be read prior to reading the screen specifications.

DON’T KNOW and REFUSED

The number –91 always represents “Don’t Know”(DK) replies. 

The number -92 always represents “Refused” (REF) replies. -91 and -92 are the usual and preferred DK and REF indicators.  

For processing purposes Don’t Know and Refused will be represented by “D” and “R”.  Don’t Know and Refused will not be visible on the screens but will be rapidly available to the user through one touch (action) on the screen.  

Unless otherwise specified Don’t Know and Refused are options on every screen.

Unless otherwise specified DK and Refused may not be combined with any other response even if the item allows multiple responses.

GLOBAL FUNCTIONS

A global function will never be accessible from another global function.  

NOTES and HELP are global functions aavailable throughout the instrument.  Other global functions have limitations.

REASSIGN & ACCEPT              IMPORTANT!
These variables are set in Assignment Management by the Crew Leader.  

Once they are set the CLOSE routine will run.  

REASSIGN and ACCEPT are mutually exclusive.

The CLOSE ROUTINE MUST BE RUN AFTER THE Crew Leader acts on a case as status codes change based on the ACCEPT and REASSIGN values.

<FU_ADDRESS> 

When used as a fill in the instrument the FU_ADDRESS will consist of the HOUSE NUMBER, STREET NAME AND UNIT DESIGNATION (if any) This will generally be filled with the same information that appears as the address in AM. 

Fill priority: City Style address, if none then fill with Non-city style address, if none then fill with physical description. 

On the STARTA screen the full address will be shown.  On other screens, if necessary, the address will be trimmed and then truncated to 60 characters.  FUHouse number = 10 characters, FUStreet = 38 characters, FUUnit designation = 10 Characters.

PERSON BASED, TOPIC BASED, HOUSEHOLD BASED

All of the questions in the interview, up to and including the ownership question, are asked once for the entire household. The same is true for all of the questions following the second coverage question.

All of the questions in the middle after the ownership question (OWN_RENT) will be asked in a topic based manner i.e., every questions will be asked about each person before asking the next question for each person. However the DOB/AGE and RACE questions will be considered one topic for skip purposes.

PERSON X

Person X represents persons 1 through 49 based on PERS#.
MULTIPLE RESPONSES

Unless otherwise specified, only one response per question is permitted.

BLANK

Unless otherwise specified, blank is not a valid response.

VIRTUAL KEYBOARD

Whenever a screen permits write-in/key-in entries the appropriate keyboard will come up without the enumerator having to request it unless otherwise specified.  When the screen is closed the keyboard will close as well.  This is true whether or not this instruction appears on the screen spec.

NAME (Used in fills)

WNAME@X = FNAME@X LNAME@X
Note:

The HHC does not carry WNAME in the database, however, in the code, the concept of WNAME is being utilized.  When WNAME is used in the spec, the code concatenates the FNAME and LNAME.

When filling “WNAME” if FNAME is blank Person # will be used in place of FNAME.

Note:

Respondent name is similar.  NAME_RESP is not used for the name, RFNAME and RLNAME together are the respondent’s name.  

AGE CALCULATIONS

Calculated age must always be done with April 1, 2006 as the reference date.

UNIVERSE

The “Universe” for each screen is included in an attachmentt.  Shorter ones are also included in the universe row.  For most screens, conditions are not included in the universe but are important and will be found on the originating screen.

RESPONSE NUMBERING

In a few cases the numbers of the responses are not in order.  This is in order to be consistent with the 2004 instrument.    The numbers do not appear on the screen. 

VACANT/DELETE OPERATION

The OCS will set a flag identifying cases sent to the field for Vacant/Delete check.  This variable is referred to as the V_D flag in this document. Default = blank

SCREEN TEXT FORMATTING CONVENTIONS

There are 5 categories for screen presentation of text. 

The different categories of text will be distinguished by font or color.  For example: spoken text might be bold, action text might be blue.

Plain 

Plain text such as answers 

Parenthetical 


Text that can be skipped by experienced enumerators. I.e. "Respondent may provide more than two answers but do not prompt them" 

Action/Instruction

 "Hand respondent Flashcard" or "Show respondent Privacy Act Notice"

Spoken

Text spoken aloud by the enumerator (may include parenthetical choices such as (house/apartment/mobile home) where the enumerator must choose to read only one of the choices.

Enumerator 

Question text that enumerators read to themselves, not aloud. 

The developers (programmers) will "tag" (mark) text based on the category.  Once text is tagged appropriately, it can be formatted automatically and the font, color, and style can easily be adjusted for all text in that category.

The developers will make recommendations concerning the specific appearance of each category (color, size and style).

The specs do not completely reflect the text categories. However, spoken (or potentially spoken) text always appears in bold.  Enumerator instructions appear in blue.

SCREEN NAMES

Screen names have been changed to add clarity for the enumerators.  These screen and variable names will be changed by TMO/DSSD to conform to the requirements of the software they will use.  The goal of keeping the names consistent with the purpose of the screen/variable will be maintained.  Screen numbers will NOT change.  SCREEN NUMBERS MUST APPEAR ON THE HHC FOR ENUMERATOR REFERENCE.  If necessary they can be displayed using a global function.

SCREEN LAYOUT

Screen layout and input method options will depend on the amount of space on the screen and the method chosen to display the text and the number and nature of the response categories.  The screens in this document do not represent the “appearance” of the screens on the handheld computer.  

Some enumerator instructions might not be seen on the screen due to a lack of “real estate” on the screen.  All instructions are covered in training.

LAYERS ARE PREFERRED TO “MORE”.  PROGRAMMERS WILL CONSULT WITH SPECIFICATION WRITERS PRIOR TO BREAKING ANY SCREEN INTO MORE THAN ONE SCREEN

DO NOT ALLOW USER TO BACKUP TO LIVE_STAY FROM ANY SCREEN ONCE LIVE_STAY FOR THE LAST PERSON NE BLANK


INTENT
The first and third walls isolate the middle of the instrument.  The second wall prevents errors and confusion by insisting that the user make corrections using the proper instrument functions.

GLOBAL AND TOGGLE FUNCTIONS
Screens reached via GLOBAL functions may only take the user back to the previous screen or follow the instrument skips to go forward.  If the user toggles to AM or goes into the AA REFERENCE LIST they must return to the instrument screen they exited from.   Using global functions should not interfere with the intent and purpose of the firewalls.

REVISIT/REENTRY/REOPEN

Revisit and reentry are not considered to be “backing up”.   Entries from a previous attempt should not prevent the enumerator from moving forward.

OCS2006

The OCS2006 will flag a reassigned case as returned to the field from sup review or from CL Review.

The OCS2006 will set CALLBACK1 = default for reassigned cases.

The OCS2006 will set ACCEPT = default for reassigned cases.



The OCS2006 will set REASSIGN = default for reassigned cases.
