© These projections of households are illustrative; that is,
hey are designed to indicate the number of households
which would result from applying certain assumptions about
uture rates of household formation and population change.
They are based on extrapolations to 1995 of changes in
marital status and household status observed over the period
from 1964 to 1978 and on the most recent projections of the
total population by age and sex for Series A, B, and D. In the
case of Series C, different time periods were used to
extrapolate to 1980 and 1995. (For further discussion, see
section on methods and assumptions. )
. The household and family projections were prepared on
the assumption that there would be no general war or other
catastrophe during the projection period. The projections
assume that the number of Armed Forces abroad and in
.military barracks in the United States would continue at the
“level of 1.3 million, as estimated for July 1, 1977.

The tables show estimates for various dates based on
current surveys of the Census Bureau for comparison with
the projections. Since the survey data are based on samples
- of the population, they are subject to sampling error. For

'EVALUATION OF PROJECTIONS
PUBLISHED IN 1975

Table A shows data on the number of households by type
from the Series B (old) projections published in Series P-25,
No. 607, the present Series B (new) and Series C (new)
projections, and from the March Current Population Survey
(CPSj results of 1975 to 1978. Series B in P-25, No. 607 was

developed from a trend in marital status and householder
proportions over the time period from 1960 to 1974. The
new Series B projections were derived from trends in marital
status and householder proportions over the 1964-78 period.
Series C in the present report utilizes a short-term trend
(1974 to 1978} to project to 1980 and a long-term trend
(1966 to 1980) to project levels for 1995,

While the old Series B did fairly well in projecting the
total number of households over the vyears for which
comparisons with estimates from the CPS may be made, the
projections of the component types of households were less
favorably comparable to the CPS generated estimates. Series
B was higher than the CPS in the number of husband-wife
households and lower in the number of both nonfamily and
female family households. '

Both of the new projection series shown in table A for the
years 1980 to 1990 have considerably lower values for
husband-wife households and higher values for female family
househoids and nonfamily households than those in old
Series B,

Since the methodological approach of using householder
proportions for each projection series shown is the same, the
variations seen between old Series B, new Series B, and new
Series C are purely a function of the use of different base
periods for the extrapolation of rates.

INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF
HOUSEHOLDS

According to the highest series of household projections
{Series A}, the number of households in the United States
would reach 107.5 million by July 1, 1995; this figure
implies an increase of 31.5 million during the 1978-95 period
over the 76.0 million of March 1978 (table 1}. The lowest
series (Series D) indicates that there would be 97.2 million
households in 1995; this figure implies an increase of 21.2
miflion households during the 1978-95 period. These two
series of projections show increases of 41 and 28 percent,
respectively, over the projection period.

The number of households in the United States showed an
average annual increase of 1.5 million between 1970 and
1975 (table B). Between 1975 and 1980, the average annual

‘increase may range from 1.5 to 1.7 million as can be seen in

table B. The highest average annual increase in the number of
households for future periods, on a b-year basis, is seen in’
projection Series A, which shows a gain of 1.9 million per

The projections of average household and family size
involve the use of projections of population for persons of a//
ages. For this reason, separate figures have been calculated on
the basis of Series |, 1l, and Il population projections; the

latter essentially reflect different assumptions about the .

number of future births. -

The population projections used in preparing the projec-
tions of households shown in this report include members of
the Armed Forces in the United States living off post or with
their families on post, and exclude members of the Armed
Forces abroad and members of the Armed Forces living in
the United States in military barracks and similar quarters.
To derive this population, the number of Armed Forces
(residing in the United States and abroad) for July 1, 1977
was subtracted from the total population for all years of the
projection period, and the number of Armed Forces included
in the Current Population Survey (CPS) for March 1, 1978
was added back in for all years of the projection period. This
calculation was carried out before the specific calculations to
develop projections of the number of households. Table G
presents the number of Armed Forces subtracted from the
total population, including Armed Forces abroad, used in
preparing the projectién of households.

In order to make the
data from each survey comparabie, the category “‘secondary
families in group quarters’” had to be modified for some
years. Prior to 1968, related persons living in group quarters
were considered as members of secondary families. However,
the number of such families became so small that, beginning
with CPS data in 1988, persons in these families were
included in the count of secondary individuals. Therefore,
before any marital status or householder proportions were
developed from the survey data for the years 1964 to 1967,
secondary family members in group quarters were designated
secondary individuals in group quarters.

The population used in preparing the household Projeg.
tions also includes estimates of inmates of institutions, Tp,
estimates of inmates implied in the projections of population
were determined by applying age-specific proportiong of
inmates, developed from 1970 census data, to the projecteq
population, by age and sex.

The first stage utilized data for the years 1974 through
1978 to obtain the projected value for 1980 using the models
in (1) or {2). The projected value for 1979 was obtained by

The second stage utilized data for the years 1966 through
1980 (1966 through 1978 from the CPS, 1979 and 1980
from the first stage described in the preceding paragraph) to
obtain the projected value for 1995 using the models in (1)
or (2). The projected values for 1981 through 1994 were
obtained by linear interpolation of the logarithms of the

Another series, household Series K, was based on the
assumption that the levels of the marital status and house-
holder proportions observed in 1978 would continue un-
changed to 1995 allowing only for changes in the age
structure of the adult populations. This series was prepared
for analytical purposes and is not considered one of the
principal series.

Effect of population growth. These projections suggest that
the future growth in the number of households in the United
States will be determined primarily by the growth of the
adult population. The effect of the growth of the adult
population on the increase in the number of households may
be measured by comparing the increase in the number of

households in the principal projection series {A,B,C,D) with

the increase shown in Series K. In the latter series, all the
marital status and household proportions are held constant at
1978 levels; hence, the increase in the number of households
is attributable to changes in the population only and is not
affected by changes in the rate of household formation.

In the four series of projections that assume changes in
rates of household formation, A, B, C, and D, population
growth accounts for 67 percent (Series A) to 90 percent
{Series D) of the increase in the number of households from
1978 to 1985 and for B0 percent (Series A) to 82 percent
(Series D) of the increase in the number of households from
1985 to 1995 (table H). Over the whole projection period,
the corresponding figures are 57 percent and 86 percent.

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS

A household includes all the persons who occupy a house, an
apartment or other group of rooms, or a room, which

constitutes a housing unit under the 1970 census rules. A

person living alone or a group of 5 or fewer unrelated persons
sharing the same housing unit as partners is counted as a
household. The number of households is, by definition, the
same as the number of occupied housing units.

Persons who are not members of households are classified
under the 1970 census rules as living in group quarters. These .
quarters include institutions, large rooming houses, convents,
staff quarters in hospitals, etc.

One person in each household is designated as the
householder. Through March 1978, the householder in the
CPS has uéually been the person regarded as the "head of the
household’ by the members of the household; however,
married men were classified as heads or householders if their
wives were living with them at the time of the survey.
Beginning with the 1979 CPS, the concept "head of
household’’ has been dropped from Census Bureau use in
asking questions about household relationship. Relationship
is now asked on the basis of identifying one of the household
members in whose name the home is owned or rented and
determining the relationship of all other household members,
if any, to the owner-renter reference person. The household
reference person will be shown in data presentations as the
“householder.” The results of several tests indicate that in
future years, only a minimal amount of comparability with
historical data on type of households will be lost.

Within households, persons who are family members are
distinguished from .those who are not family members. A
family is defined as a group of two or more persons residing
together who are related by birth, marriage, or adoption; all
such persons are considered as members of one family even
though they may include a “subfamily,’”” that is, a married
couple or a parent-child group related to, but not including,
the householder and sharing the living quarters of the
householder. A family household includes among its
members the householder, and all household members who
are related to the householder. A ‘'secondary family’
includes no members related to the householder. Members of
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institution, had moved to another area, or had a differeny
place of residence for any other reason except separation a
defined above. .

Persons who are not family members (that is, are not A@V
living with any relatives) include “‘unrelated individuals’’ and i»

secondary families may include persons such as lodgers or
resident employees and their relatives living in a household.

inmates of institutions. An unrelated individual whois a
householder is classified as a “nonfamily householder,” that
is, a householder with no relatives in the household. An
unrelated individual who is not a householder is a “seCondary
individual,” that is, a roomer, hotel guest, resident employee,
etc., with no relatives in the household or group quarters.

Inmates of institutions are persons, other than resident
employees, residing in such places as homes for delinquent or
dependent children, homes and schools for the mentally or
physically handicapped, places providing specialized medical
care, homes for the aged, prisons, and jails.

The marital status classification identifies two major
categories: single (never married) and ever married. The latter
category is subdivided into married, spouse present, and
other ever married.

A person is classified as “‘married, spouse present” if his or
her spouse is a member of the same household even though
the person may be temporarily absent on business or on
vacation, visiting, in a hospital, etc.

The category “other ever married’’ includes separated,
“other married, spouse absent,”” widowed, and divorced
persons. Persons classified as separated include those with
legal separations, those living apart with intentions of
obtaining a divorce, and other persons permanently or
temporarily separated because of marital discord. The group
“other married, spouse absent’” includes married persons
living apart because either the husband or wife was employed
and living at a considerable distance from home, was serving
away from home in the Armed Forces, was residing in an

RELATED REPORTS

The projections published in this report are designed g
extensions of the data basedjon the CPS shown in Current
Population Reports, Series P-20. The coverage of the
projections is essentially the same as that for the reports on
marital status and household and family characteristics based
on the CPS with the major exception that the institutional
population is included in the projections, as it was in CPS
data prior to 1972, The data apply to the resident population

-of the United States, except that members of the Armed

Forces living in barracks and similar quarters are excluded.
Data for years prior to 1960 exclude Alaska and Hawaii,
Here, as in the CPS, single persons away from home in
college dormitories are included as members of their families
at their home; in the decennial census these persons are
included in the group quarters population as secondary
individuals at the dormitories where they live while attending
college.
