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WORKERS WITH LOW EARNINGS: 1964 to 1990

INTRODUCTION

A number of studies have pointed to recent increases
in earnings inequality and in the number of workers with
low earnings. To cite a few of the studies, Danziger and
Acs (1990) found that the percentage of male workers
between the ages of 25 and 54 with earnings less than
$12,000 (in 1987 CPI-X1 constant dollars) was higher in
1987 than in 1973. The 1973 rates for Whites, Blacks,
and Hispanic origin males were 8.4, 24.9, and 19.6,
respectively. The comparable 1987 rates were 13.2,
33.0, and 33. 9. Bluestone and Harrison (1990) exam-
ined trends in low and high wages among year-round,
full-time workers between 1963 and 1986 and found a
sharp decline in the proportion of workers with low
wages between 1963 and 1970, a period of relative
stability between 1970 and 1979, and a rapid increase
between 1979 and 1986. Finally, Ryscavage and Henle
(1990) found that earnings inequality during the 1980’s
had “accelerated among male and female full-time,
year-round workers and had increased among Whites,
Black men, Hispanics, and workers in various occupa-
tions and industries.” This report brings together data
from the March supplements to the Current Population
Surveys (CPS) of 1965, 1970, 1975, 1980, 1985, 1990
and 1991, to provide information on the number of
workers with low earnings, on changes over time in the
prevalence of low earnings, and on the characteristics
of workers with low earnings.

The economic well-being of most persons in the U.S.
economy depends on their own earnings or on the
earnings of other family members. In 1990, based on
data from the March 1991 CPS, earnings accounted for
79.4 percent of aggregate income.

Several studies of low wages and earnings inequality
were cited above, but both the Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics and the Bureau of the Census regularly produce
data on average earnings. These data show declines in
average earnings during the past decade. Data from the
Bureau of the Census (the most recent data are pub-
lished in Money Income of Households, Families, and
Persons in the United States: 1990, Series P-60, No.
174) show that the median earnings of civilian male
year-round, full-time workers declined from $29,558 in
1980 to $27,866 in 1990 (in 1990 CPI-U-X1 dollars).
Data from the Bureau of Labor Statistics (the most
recent data are published in the January 1991 issue of
Employment and Earnings) show that the average weekly

earnings in private nonagricultural industries declined
from $373 in 1980 to $346 in 1990 (in 1990 CPI-U-X1
dollars).

The level of wages has important implications for
living standards and labor force participation and may
have important effects on social behavior. At some
point, low wages can result in poverty for the worker and
the worker’s family. But even if the income of the worker
remains above the poverty threshold, low wages may
make it difficult to pay for basic services like housing,
education, and medical care. Low wages and the pros-
pect of low wages can affect labor force behavior and
social behavior. The exact response to low wages
depends on the values and preferences of the worker.

-For some workers, the prospect of low wages may lead

to a decision to stay out of the labor force if other
sources of income (e.g., assistance payments) are
available. For others, low wages may lead to increased
hours of work. Finally, low wages affect social behavior
in terms of the affordability of marrying, having children,
and establishing an independent household.

In this report; rs have low earnings if their
nnual earnings are less than the level for a
mily. Fhe choice of a low earnings thresh-
old is necessarily subjective, but it might be argued that
it would be a desirable goal to reach a point at which
every full-time worker (with the possible exception of
those just starting their work careers) had an earnings
level sufficient to maintain a family above the poverty
level.

The low earnings thresholds that are used in this
report are shown in table A, expressed both as an
annual level and as the hourly rate that would have to be
earned by someone who worked 40 hours a week for 50
weeks. The changes over time in the thresholds reflect
price movements. The 1990 threshold of $12,195 and
the 1964 threshold of $3,144 are actually equal in
constant dollars. The price index used to adjust the
thresholds is CPI-U-X1, the experimental series that
shows a slower price rise than the CPI-U index. Use of
the latter index would make the thresholds higher for
later years and would increase the number of low-
earner workers. For additional information about the
price indexes, see appendix A.

This report presents data for all workers, for workers
with a year-round, full-time attachment to the labor
force, for workers who actually worked year-round,
full-time, and for year-round, full-time wage and salary

concept of low annual earnings has little value for

classifying workers who are not strongly attached to th
labor force, and the focus of this report will be on tho

trongly attached.

The concept of year-round, full-time attachment was
developed especially for this study. The category includes
persons who spent at least 50 weeks during the year at
work or looking for work and who either worked 35
hours a week or more or worked fewer hours for
nonvoluntary reasons.

The earnings concept used in the March supplement
to the CPS is money compensation before any deduc-
tions. The data in this report, therefore, do not reflect
the value of noncash benefits, nor do they reflect
deductions for income and payroll taxes. Nonwage
compensation in the form of “other labor income” has
grown considerably over the years, from 4.7 percent of
total compensation in 1964 to 10.0 percent in 1990. Not
all of other labor income is immediately available to the
worker. Some (about 13.5 percent of other labor income
in 1990) is in the form of employer contributions to
unemployment compensation and workers’ compensa-
tion plans, and some is employer contributions to pen-
sion and retirement plans (19.2 percent of other labor
income in 1990).' Note also that nonwage compensa-
tion varies by wage level. In 1987, for example, the
percent of workers who received subsidized health
insurance was 32.3 percent among year-round, full-time
workers with earnings below $10,000 and 83.9 percent
among those with earnings between $25,000 and $34,999.2

¢ There was a sharp rise between 1979 and 1990 in the
proportion of year-round, full-time workers with low
annual earnings.

percent in 1979 to 14.6 (+0.3) percent in 1984, to
16.3 (0.3) percent in 1989, and 18.0 (+0.3) percent
in 1990.

When the worker universe is defined to be persons
with a year-round, full-time attachment to the labor
force, 25.7 (+0.4) percent had low annual earnings in
1990, higher than the 1989 figure of 23.1 (+0.3)
percent, and well above the 1979 figure of 18.9
(£0.3) percent.

The increase during the past decade in the proportion
of year-round, full-time workers with low annual earn-
ings contrasts with a steep decline from 1964 to 1969
and a further decline from 1969 to 1974. The propor-
tions were 24.1 (+0.5) percent in 1964, 14.4 (+0.3)
percent in 1969, and 12.0 (+0.3) percent in 1974.

In absolute terms, 14.4 (£0.3) million year-round,
full-time workers had low annual earnings in 1990.
This compares to 10.3 (+0.2) million in 1984, 7.8
(£0.2) million in 1979, and 6.6 (+0.2) million in 1974.

The number of workers with a year-round, full-time
attachment to the labor force and with low annual
earnings was 24.3 (0.4) million in 1990, 20.0 (+0.3)
million in 1984, and 14.4 (£0.3) million in 1979.

There is a high probability that a year-round, full-time
worker in the 18 to 24 years of age group will have low
annual earnings. In 1990, 39.7 (+1.9) percent of
males and 48.1 (+2.3) percent of females in this age
group had low annual earnings. These figures repre-
sent very large increases over the 1979 figures of
18.1 (+1.2) percent (males) and 29.4 (+1.7) percent
(females).

In 1990, male year-round, full-time workers were
much less likely than their female counterparts to
have low annual earnings, but the likelihood of having
low earnings has risen faster among males than
among females during the past decade. The rate
among males was 7.7 (+0.3) percent in 1979 and
13.9 (+0.4) percent in 1990. Among females, the rate
was 20.4 (+0.6) percent in 1979 and 24.3 (+0.6)
percent in 1990.

In 1990, among sex, race, and Hispanic origin groups,
White male year-round, full-time workers had the
lowest rate of low earnings at 13.0 (+0.4) percent.
The rates among other groups were 22.4 (+1.7)
percent among Black males, 28.2 (+2.0) percent
among Hispanic origin males, 23.6 (+0.6) percent
among White females, 28.5 (+1.9) percent among
Black females, and 37.0 (£2.8) percent among His-
panic origin females.?

3The rates were not statistically different between Black males and
White females nor between Hispanic origin males and Black females.




* The likelihood of a year-round, full-time worker having
low annual earnings has increased sharply within
education categories. In 1990, 36.1 (+1.3) percent of
those with less than 12 years of schooling, 21.6
-(=0.6) percent of those with exactly 12 years of
schooling, and 10.5 (+0.4) percent of those with one
or more years of college had low annual earnings.
The comparable 1979 figures were 21.3 (+0.9), 13.0
(+0.5), and 6.2, (+0.4) respectively.

NUMBER AND PERCENT OF WORKERS WITH
LOW EARNINGS

In 1964, nearly one-fourth of the nation’s year-round,
full-time workers had low annual earnings (see table B).
The difference between the sexes was large; the rate
among males was 16.5 percent and the rate among
females was 45.2 percent.

By 1969, the rates were sharply lower. The 1969 rate
among all year-round, full-time workers was 14.4 per-
cent, the rate among men was 8.8 percent, and the rate
among women was 27.6 percent.

There was a further decline from 1969 to 1974. By
the end of that period, the rate of low earnings among

year-round, full-time workers stood at 12.0 percent for
both sexes, 7.4 percent for males, and 22.1 percent for
females.

From 1974 to 1979, there was an additional decline in
the prevalence of low earnings among female year-
round, full-time workers, but the rate among men did not
change significantly.

The recent rise in the prevalence of low earnings
dates from 1979. Over the 1979 to 1990 period, the rate
among men rose from 7.7 percent to 13.9 percent, the
rate among women rose from 20.4 percent to 24.3
percent, and the rate among both sexes rose from 12.1
percent to 18.0 percent.

The 1990 figure of 14.4 million year-round, full-time
workers with low annual earnings is higher than the
figure for any of the other years included in this study.
The number was 11.2 million in 1964, 7.6 million in
1969, 6.6 million in 1974 (the lowest level), 7.8 million in
1979 (not statistically different from the 1969 figure),

~and 10.3 million in 1984. The growth in absolute number

reflects, in part, the growth in the number of workers.
The prevalence rate of low earnings (the proportion of
workers with low annual earnings) was 24.1 percent in
1964, 14.4 percent in 1969, 12.0 percent in 1974, 12.1

percent in 1979, 14.6 percent in 1984, 16.3 percent in
1989, and 18.0 percent in 1990 (neither the 1974 and
1979 figures nor the 1969 and 1984 figures are statis-
tically different from each other).

Changes in the prevalence of low earnings are
apparently caused by structural or long-term factors
rather than cyclical factors. For example, the annual
average civilian unemployment rate as published in the
Monthly Labor Review for the years included in the

study was 5.2 percent in 1964, 3.5 percent in 1969, 5.6

percent in 1974, 5.8 percent in 1979, 7.5 percent in
1984, 5.3 percent in 1989, and 5.5 percent in 1990.
Comparisons between 1984 and 1990 show an increase
in the prevalence of low earnings among year-round,
full-time workers but a decrease in the unemployment
rate.

LOW EARNINGS STATUS BY
CHARACTERISTICS

Age

In 1990, workers in the 18 to 24 years-of-age group
were much more likely than persons in other age groups

to have low annual earnings. (See table C.) The rate of -

low earnings was 39.7 percent among males in this age
group and 48.1 percent among females.

Males 35 to 54 made up the group with the lowest
prevalence of low earnings, 8.9 percent. Females in this
age group had a rate of 19.6 percent.

The prevalence relationships among various age and
sex groups have changed somewhat over time. A
comparison of 1974 rates with 1990 rates, for example,
shows large positive differences among the four male
age groups less than 65 years of age, but a negative
difference for males 65 years old and over. A similar
comparison among female age groups shows a large
positive difference in the likelihood of low earnings
among women 18 to 24, a positive difference among
women 25 to 34, a negative difference among women
35 to 54, and no statistically significant difference for the
older age groups.

Race and Hispanic Origin by Sex

In 1990, among workers classified by race, ethnicity,
and sex, White males had the lowest probability of
receiving low annual earnings. White females had a
lower probability of having low annual earnings than
Black or Hispanic origin females and also had a lower
probability than Hispanic origin males. (See table D.)

The low earnings rate among White males was lower
in 1990 than in 1964, but the 1990 rate was well above
the rate of 1974. The rate for the years noted were 14.7
percent (1964), 6.9 percent (1974), and 13.0 percent
(1990).

There is a similar pattern among Black males. The
low earnings rates were 38.0 in 1964, 13.8 percent in
1974, and 22.4 percent in 1990.

The low earnings rate among male Hispanic origin
year-round, full-time workers was 28.2 percent in 1990,
much higher than the 1974 rate of 12.1 percent.

In 1990, the percentage of White and Black females
with low annual earnings was far below the 1964 rates,
but higher than the 1979 rates. The low earnings rate
among White females was 42.4 percent in 1964, 19.8
percent in 1979, and 23.6 percent in 1990. Comparable
figures among Black females were 69.6 percent in 1964,
24.3 percent in 1979, and 28.5 percent in 1990.

Household Relationship

The data in table E show that, among year-round,
full-time workers, husbands in married couple families
have the smallest likelihood of receiving low annual
earnings. Wives are much more likely to have low
earnings as are female family householders not living
with a spouse. Unrelated individuals have rates higher
than husbands but lower than wives, and female unre-
lated individuals are more likely to have low annual
earnings than male unrelated individuals.

Table E shows that the proportion of workers with low
annual earnings in 1990 was 9.1 percent among hus-
bands, 22.7 percent among wives, 23.4 percent among
female family householders not living with a spouse (not
statistically different from the figure for wives), 20.2
percent among female unrelated individuals, and 17.4
percent among male unrelated individuals.

Years of School Completed

Table F shows the proportion of year-round, full-time
workers with low annual earnings by educational attain-
ment (years of school completed). Data for 1964 were
not available from the files used for this report.

Comparisons of 1979 and 1990 data show a strong
shift upward in the likelihood that a person in one of the
three years-of-schooling categories would be receiving

low annual earnings. In 1979, persons without a high
school diploma had a low earnings rate of 21.3 percent;
in 1990, the rate was 36.1 percent. Over the same
period, the rate for persons with a high school diploma
but no college rose from 13.0 to 21.6 percent, and the
rate for persons with 1 or more years of college rose
from 6.2 to 10.5 percent.

There are some differences among race and ethnic
groups within the education categories. In 1990 for
example, Hispanic origin and Black high school gradu-
ates had a higher likelihood of having low earnings than
White high school graduates.

Distribution of Persons with Low Annual
Earnings by Selected Characteristics

In 1990, 46.7 percent of the persons 16 years of age
or older who worked year-round, full-time but had low
annual earnings were male, 51.9 percent were under 35
years of age, and 82.0 percent were White. Among
those 16 to 64 years of age, 77.1 percent had com-
pleted high school, and 48.4 percent were husbands or
wives in a married-couple family. (See table G:)

Note the differences when the 1979 distribution of

- persons with low earnings is compared with the 1990

distributions. The proportion of males and the propor-
tion of persons under 35 years of age were both higher
in 1990 than in 1979. The proportion of workers with low
earnings who were of Hispanic origin increased quite
sharply over the period, from 7.7 percent in 1979 to 12.5
percent in 1990 (during this period, the proportion of
year-round, full-time who were workers of Hispanic
origin increased from 4.7 percent to 7.2 percent).

Data for the 16 to 64 years-of-age universe show that-
the likelihood that a worker with low earnings had
completed high school was higher in 1990 than in 1979
(77.1 percent versus 67.6 percent). There was a decreased
likelihood that such a worker was a husband or wife
(55.3 percent in 1979 and 48.4 percent in 1990).

Poverty Rates

Most year-round, full-time workers with low annual
earnings are not in poverty. A worker with low earnings
will not be in poverty if the worker’s total family income
exceeds the appropriate poverty threshold. One exam-
ple of this situation is a worker who earns less than the
low earnings threshold but who falls above the poverty
threshold because the earnings of another family mem-
ber are enough to bring the total family income above
the poverty threshold. Another example is an unrelated
individual whose earnings are below the low earnings
threshold but above the poverty threshold. -

In 1990, the poverty rate among workers 16 to 64
years of age with low earnings was 12.9 percent (table H).

The likelihood of a worker with low earnings being in
poverty varies somewhat by family relationship. In 1990,
21.4 percent of husbands with low earnings were in
poverty, but the poverty rate among wives with low
earnings was only 5.5 percent. The difference reflects
the greater labor force attachment of husbands; in
1990, 75.3 percent of husbands and 38.0 percent of
wives were workers. Women with low earnings and
without husbands were more likely to be in poverty than
wives with low earnings. In 1990, the poverty rate was
27.8 percent among female family householders with no
spouse present and with low earnings and 14.1 percent
among female unrelated individuals with low earnings
(the latter figure was not statistically different from the

~ overall rate of 12.9 percent).

CONCLUSIONS

Wage rates have a direct effect on living standards
and can affect labor force and social behavior. Declining
wage rates can be a source of economic and social
stress. The data in this report show a sharp increase
over the past decade in the likelihood that a year-round,
full-time worker (or a worker with a year-round,full-time
attachment to the labor force) will have low annual
earnings. In 1979, 7.8 million or 12.1 percent of all
year-round, full-time workers had low annual earnings.
By 1990, the number of year-round, full-time workers
with low annual earnings was 14.4 milion and the
proportion was 18.0 percent.

Young workers have the highest likelihood of receiv-
ing low earnings (the rate in 1990 was 43.4 percent
among year-round, full-time workers between the ages
of 18 and 24) but the rate has increased since 1979 for
all age groups below 65 years of age.

The importance of wage rates is widely appreciated
and both the Bureau of Labor Statistics and the Bureau
of the Census regularly report on levels and trends in
average or median earnings. This report was developed
and presented in the interest of providing additional
information about the distribution of earnings and trends
in that distribution.
