*Chap. 20.--- An act ma%ing an &pportionment of Repraaentcttvas in
Corgress among the several States under the tenth census,

Be it enacted, otc., That after the third of March, eighteem hundred
and ei-hty-three, the House of Representatives shall be composed of three
hundred and titwenty-five mexzbers, to be apportionod among the -ovtrtl
States as follows:

Section Two.-~That w enever a new State is admitted to the Union the
Representative or Representatives assigned to it shall be in additioa
to the number three hundred and twenty-~five.

Section Three.---That in eas: State entitled under this aprertionment

the pumber to whieh such State may be entitled im the Forty-eighth

and egch subsequent Congzress shall be sleated by Districts composed of
econtiguous territoryv, and econtaining as nsarly as practicable am equal
numbsr of imhatitants, and equal in number to the Representatives to which
such State may e ontitlod in Congress, no one District electing more
than one R.pr.uont-tiv.z Provided, Thet unless the Legisleture of such
State shall otherwise provide before the election of such Representatives
shall take place as provided by lil. where no change shall be hereby made
in the representation of a State, the Representatives thereof te the
Forty-eizhth Congress shall ce elected thersin as now provided by law.

If the number as hereby provided for shall be larger than it was before
this change, then the additional Representative or Representatives
allowed to dald Stete under this apportionment may be elected by the
State at large, and the other Representatives to which the State is
_entitled by the Districis as now prescribed by law in said State; and

if the numbor hereby provided for shall in an Btate be les2 than it was
before the change herel - made, then the whole number to sueh State heredy
provided for shall be elected at large, unless the Legislature of said
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States have  provided or shall othervise provide before the time
fixed by law for the next elect on of Representatives thereln.
