These projec-
tions are based on estimates of the population
by single years of age and sex for July 1, 1966,
and take account of actual fertility changes
through the middle of 1966. The various series
ol population projections given in the report
named differ only with respect to the projected
level of fertility; the assumptiong regarding
mortality and net immigration are the same from
one geries to another. * In Series B the annual
total fertility rate rises gradually from its
present level of about 2,888 children per 1,000
women in 1965-66 to a level of 3,129 children
in 1989; in Seriss D the annual total fertility
to-a level of 2,435 chil-

defined in Series P-25, No. 3%9.

These population projections relate to the
total population including Armed Forces over-
seas as of July 1 of each year. The statistics
on enrollment and the enrollment rates from the
Current Population Survey, and hence the enroll-
ment rates projected here, relate to the cilvil-
ian noninstitutional population as of October
of each year. It was necessary, therefore, to
adjust the population projections ‘to a basis
corresponding to that of the enrollment rates.
Accordingly, the midyear population figures
were interpolated fo October 1 and then the
population in instituftions and the Armed Forces
were removed. For this purpose, 1t was assumed,
for 1966 and later years, that the population
in institutions would make up the same percent-
age of the total population at each age at the
estimate date as at the time of the 1960 Census.
It was further assumed that the total size of
the Armed Forces would be the same at each esti~
mate date as on July 1, 1966, and that the age
distribution of the Armed Forces would corre-
spond to that on January 1, 1966. These data
on Armed Forces were the latest available when
the population projections were prepared, and
no attempt was made to project changes in the
size and age distribution of the Armed PForces.

The resulting "nonenroll-
ment rates' were then adjusted to tie in with
the survey estimates for 1965 based on the
Current Population Survey by (1) substituting
the estimated rates for 1965 for the projected
rates for that year; (2) retaining the original
projected rates for 1985; and (3) reducing the
difference between the projected rates and the
estimated rates in 1965 linearly to zero in

1985.

Series 2+ Enrollment rates at each age
would be the average of the Series 1 enrollment
rates and the enrollment rates of 1965.'

It was assumed that enrollment rates could
not exceed 99.8 percent -at any agej hence, in
derilving Series 1, at those ages where enroll-
ment rates in excess of 99.8 percent resulted
for some years from the method described, this
value was substituted for the values initially
calculated. This modification was made at sev-
eral ages in the range 7 to 15 years, where en-
rollment rates are already near the peak level.

Alternative projectiong of the total num-
ber of persons enrolled in school by single
years of age and sex for October of each year,
1966 to 1985, were obtained by multiplying each
series of projected enrollment rates against
each serieg of population projections. The re-
sulting projections of enrclliment were desig-
nated Series B-1, B-2, D-1, and D-2.

Both full-time and part-time enrolliment in the
regular school system is included. For further
information on fthe definition of enrollment,
reference may be made to recent Series P-20 re-
ports giving enrollment data, e.g., "School En-
October 196%5," Series P-20, No. 162.
The projections 1in the present report are con-
sistent with enrollment data provided by the
Current Population Survey; they are notentirely
consistent with decennial census data on en-
roliment or data on enrollment published by the
Office of Bducation.
